Traffic Notes from H
Officer Dougherty
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Hello Skyview Parents,

We have begun the 2009/2010 school year safely
and continue to make safety improvements. | would
like to address the requirements regarding parking
privileges for persons with disabilities. The disability
plate/placard must be registered to you or the person
you are dropping off/picking up and in clear view
when parking or picking up/dropping off one with a
disability. Abuse of such privileges will result in a
summons and may result in a revocation of those
privileges. If you are authorized to park in such
spaces but do not intend on exiting your vehicle,
which is legal, remember that others with disabilities
may need that space to actually park and go into the
building. Please respect the needs of other parents
and students.

Remember that both Fairfax St. and 123" Ave. are
posted SCHOOL ZONES with a 20 MPH maximum
speed. The speed restriction is in effect during
school hours, school days and when the caution
lights flash.

Fire lane curbs are painted red and Caution lanes are
painted yellow. In fire lanes, one cannot stop or park.
Caution lanes allow only stopping for a short time
without impeding the flow of traffic.

T h eNo Rarking lanesq specifically the ones in front
of the school on 123™ Ave, are for drop-off/pick up
only. Signs posted at that location prohibit parking
and leaving your vehicle for any amount of time.
Parking means stopping your vehicle and no longer
sitting in the driveoua®@
still in the vehicle and able to move it if necessary.
The use of this developed lane changes from
morning to afternoon. In the morning, it is designated
for parents who will drop off their children and quickly
move on. If you like to wait for your child to walk up
into the school, you should not use this lane. The
afternoon use allows parents to stop there and wait
for their children providing they remain with or in their
vehicle.

Remember to come to a complete stop at all stop
signs. This means all tires of your vehicle have to
completely stop rolling. Parking around stop signs
and crosswalks can be very tricky. Below are

regulations from Thorntonos

NO PARKING OR STOPPING
e Within 5 feet of a private driveway
e Within 15 feet of a fire hydrant
e Within 20 feet of a crosswalk
e Within 30 feet of a stop sign

Below is a list of violations we are still encountering:

1. Parking in the drop off zone on 123" Ave.

2. Parking in the fire lane on school grounds

3. Stopping in the middle of the roadway to pick
up/drop off children

4. Parking/stopping on or within 20 feet of a
crosswalk

5. Stopping/parking within 30 feet of a stop sign

6. Stopping/parking within 15 feet of a fire
hydrant

7. Pedestrians failing to use crosswalks

8. Handicap parking violations
